! Christians who wanted to be extra especially ready for Easter morning began to observe a time of fasting
land confession for 40 hours prior to Easter morning. This practice became so meaningful for early I
* Christians that they stretched out the fast of preparation and repentance to the entire week prior to

' Easter. During that week of preparation they also remembered and gathered to worship on the signifi- |
jcant days that lead up to Easter: Thursday when Jesus celebrated the first Holy Communion with his |
- disciples and was later betrayed to the authorities, Friday when he was crucified, and Saturday to wait in .
lanticipation of Jesus triumph over death. [

| Lent, the time of repentance and preparation, was established by the church and officially set to last 40
- days in the year 325. In the time between then and now, Lent has been kept in many ways. At one time .
lin history it was the time of education and preparation for new Christians, who were baptized and wel- |
: comed into church membership at the Saturday before Easter worship. Through many periods of time,

. Lent was kept by giving up many of the usual things in life such as; sweets, meat and entertainment.
I This was done to encourage people to remember what Jesus had given up; his life for humanity. I

! !
If you are doing the math, you have noticed that there are 46 days between Ash Wednesday and Easter.
Sundays are not included in Lent. They are always considered days of celebration, remembering that

I Jesus did indeed conquer death for us. (Most people who have given up something for Lent do so on I
i Sunday also.)

- Through all the years Lent has been observed, repentance has been a key feature. Christians have al-
I ways used these weeks to focus on our human failures and our need for the forgiveness, which Jesus’ [
i death and Easter Resurrection bring to our lives.

!We do Lent each year to remember; all Jesus has done for us and all we have not done for Jesus and
leach other.
